Pero tristemente, eligieron rechazar a Jesus y
sus palabras al mismo tiempo.

Hace tiempo que el Sefior les envia mensajeros para entregarles Su Palabra. El sigue
hablando de tu pecado, no para condenarte y castigarte, sino para salvarte . Habla
como un Buen Pastor que anhela rescatarte de la destruccién. Envia al Espiritu Santo
para convencerte del pecado.

La Iglesia comienza cada Misa de la misma manera, invitAndonos a arrepentirnos de
nuestros pecados. ¢ Cémo responderemos cuando el Sefior nos convenza de nuestro
pecado? ¢Le dejaremos y nos iremos? ¢ O dejaremos el pecado y correremos hacia
Jesus?

What was the goal of Jesus in speaking in today’s parable? Did he want to up set
people? Did he want to destroy people? When Jesus told any parable, He surely
desired His hearers to respond by repenting and coming back to Him.

Jesus tries to convict his hearers of their sin. But their response to the parable of the
tenants was: “They left Him and went off’. Jesus’ hearers understood exactly what He
was saying to them. But Sadly, they chose to reject both Jesus and His words at the
same time.

The Lord has long been sending you messengers to deliver His Word. He keeps talking
of your sin, not to condemn and punish you, but in order to save you . He speaks as a
Good Shepherd Who longs to rescue you from destruction. He sends the Holy Spirit to
convict you of sin.

The Church begins each Mass the same way, by inviting us to repent of our sin. How
will we respond when the Lord convicts us of our sin? Will we leave Him and go away?
Or will we leave sin behind and run to Jesus?
